This will be my last message from the Secretary’s desk entitled:  A DREAM COME TRUE (I. M. (Jim Guest)
Jim was a chartered member and our publicity chairman.  He wrote this article in 2007.  Along with his article I have updated to where we are at the present time.  
Seventeen years ago Masons in this retirement area in and near Kimberling City dreamed of having a local Masonic Lodge.  This was a major problem for retired brothers who wanted to attend and participate in Masonic activities.  A small group of determined brothers, among them Ken Ordiway, Charles Pittman, W. Bro. Dick Davis (since deceased) and W. Bro. Lloyd (Tony) Root along with other local  masons, with far flung blue lodge memberships, began action to improve the situation.  First approval was secured to conduct lodge meetings in the local Community Center for the cost of $16.00 per meeting.  The Grand Lodge of Missouri then granted a Charter to Table Rock Lodge #680 in 1996.  There were approximately 40 Chartered Members.  Land was purchased in Worshipful Brother Root’s year 1999.  A pre-engineered steel building was erected with most of the interior work done by volunteer brothers.  In this group special mention should be made to W. Bro. Lloyd (Tony) Root, W. Bro. Charles Pittman,  Bro. Harold Metzger and his wife, Carol, Bro. Fred Ybarra and his wife, Jane, Bro. Ed Verrill, Bro. Ross Anderson and Bro. John Johnson.  The interior was completed in 2006/2007.  It is handsomely and comfortably furnished, with air conditioned lodge room, preparation room, kitchen, dining room, bathrooms and service area.  The exterior features a decorative memorial brick wall at the entrance, the proceeds going to building fund, chaired by Bro. Root, to have a paved entrance drive, parking area and landscaping.  We have added an additional dining area and a beautiful new sign, thanks to notable brothers Glen Rosenburg, Carl Jeschke, Ed Verrill, Ross Anderson, Charles Pittman, Ken Adkins, John Johnson and many other brothers.  This new lodge has been successful in attracting new initiates and other masons and now enjoys a membership of approximately 140.  I made promises to many dedicated brothers, most of whom I have done their Masonic Funerals, but we still need our PARKING LOT to complete this DREAM.  Of the original chartered members who participated in the building of our lodge there is probably only four brothers left, R. W. Bro. Charles Pittman, W. Bro. Lloyd (Tony) Root, Bro. Burr Tyrell and Bro. John Perrigue.  We desperately need new members to carry on the RITUAL WORK in this beautiful lodge.  I have served as Secretary for the past seven years, enjoying the work, but this will be my last year.  W. Bro. Larry Dreppard will be replacing me.
