The Lambskin or white leathern apron has been the emblem of innocence and the badge of a Freemason for as long as we have existed.  There is a special symbolism in the different ways in which the Entered Apprentice, the Fellowcraft, and the Master Mason are taught to wear their aprons, emblematic of a progress from darkness to light, from ignorance to knowledge.  The use of the apron is extremely old, not as with the operative Masons, as a protector of clothing and body against tools and stone, but as a badge of honor.  It was so used by the Priests of Israel, by candidates for the mysteries of Mithas in Persia, and by the ancient Japanese in religious worship.  Ethipia knew aprons, as did Egypt.  In all times, it has been a badge of distinction.  It is as such that a Mason wears it.  Our ritual tells us that the apron is more ancient and honorable than any other order that can be bestowed.  For example, it is more ancient than:
The Order of the Golden Fleece which was founded by Philip, Duke of Burgandy in 1429.

The Roman Eagle which was Rome’s symbol and ensign of power and might one hundred years before Christ.

The Order of the Star which was created by John II of France in the middle of the Fourteenth Century.

The Order of the Garter founded by Edward III of England in 1349 for himself and his Knights of the Garter

That the Masonic apron is more ancient than these is a provable fact.  It is up to you and I to prove that it continues to be more Honorable by our conduct in life as we wear it.
